Julie and | were very fortunate to be invited on a National Study tour to Cairns to look at the

Education of our Indigenous people. We visited eight schools of varying degrees of socio economic
situations ranging from Port Douglas Primary School which is very much like Black Rock Primary School to
Mossman Primary School which is in a very low socio economic area. We are developing a National
perspective which is one of the goals of our Beachside Principal Network. With this global perspective we
can better address the needs of our children and educate them to be more responsible citizens also. We
were pleased to see some very positive things happening in these particular schools that we visited. Also
the fact that the Indigenous culture was embedded in much of their learning made it more meaningful to
the children and their communities. We saw terrific evidence of children learning to read and write and
happily coming to school.

Interactive Whiteboards (IWB)— We are very excited to see the IWB’s installed in the Prep rooms this week
and one next week. These boards provide an enormous educational value to all classrooms. They are a
wonderful way to motivate children. IWB'’s are excellent for sharing resources and are used for accurately
presenting information from the internet. Now we have a total of 14 boards in the school. Thank you to all
of our Community for contributing to our fundraising events used to fund these boards. The boards cost
$98,000.00 so you can see that the $40,000.00 worth of fundraising we are aiming for this year is

very much needed to help to pay for this important part of your child’s education.
